First & Second Graders:  Scene: “Is This Home” 

• Will be costumed as items in Belle’s bedroom: pillows, candles, books etc; costumes will be 
assigned and provided by the costume committee 

• The basis of all costumes will be a sweat suit which the costume committee will order; the cost for 
the sweat suit is $15 (payable to the Burns Park Players) payment should be given to Helen 
Starman when you receive the costume 

• Shoes should be white or black with matching socks; no sneakers with stripes or designs 
• Once you receive the costume it will be your responsibility to bring/wear it to all dress rehearsals 

and shows 
 
Third Grade Boys:  Scene: “Me!” 

• Will be costumed as “mini” Gastons; the costume committee will provide a shirt with panels to be 
stuffed with batting to look like muscles and a pair of brown sweat pants that can be pushed up to 
look like knickers 

• The cost for the sweat pants is $9 (payable to Burns Park Players) payment should be given to 
Helen Starman when you receive the costume 

• Boys should wear long brown socks and brown shoes – no sneakers! 
• Once you receive the costume it will be your responsibility to bring/wear it to all dress rehearsals 

and shows 
 
Third Grade Girls/Fourth Graders:  Scene “Human Again” 

• Will be costumed as kitchen items: salt & pepper, jars of honey or olives, herbs; costumes will be 
assigned and provided by the costume committee 

• The basis of all costumes will be a sweat suit which the costume committee will order; the cost for 
the sweat suit is $15 (payable to the Burns Park Players) payment should be given to Helen 
Starman when you receive the costume 

• Each child will also need a whisk or wooden spoon provided by parents 
• Shoes should be white or black with matching socks; no sneakers with stripes or designs  
• Once you receive the costume it will be your responsibility to bring/wear it to all dress rehearsals 

and shows 
 
Fifth Graders:  Scenes “Belle” and mob scene 

• For the Belle scene will be costumed as villagers: 
a. Girls:  should wear colorful dresses or skirts with a peasant type blouse, white tights or 

bloomers and brown shoes 
b. Boys: black or brown knickers with long white socks and brown or black shoes, collarless 

shirts or pirate shirts and simple patterned vests if desired 
• Additionally each child will have a part of their costume that matches their adult counterpart (i.e. 

if part of the baker family will have a white apron) the list of children and their adult counterparts 
has been provided in a separate email.   Parents are expected to provide this additional item – 
please feel free to contact Helen Starman if you need ideas, suggestion or help 

• For the mob scene the children will wear capes provided by the costume committee over their 
villager costumes 

• Once you receive the cape it will be your responsibility to bring/wear it to all dress rehearsals and 
shows
